CALL TO ORDER Lisa O. Hillman called the meeting to order at 6:07 p.m.  
Closed Meeting:  The committee members approved by unanimous affirmative vote a motion to convene in closed session per Virginia Code 2.2-3711(A)(1): Personnel and (A)(4): Privacy to discuss, consider, and interview  prospective candidates for membership on this committee.

Open Meeting Reconvened:  The committee reconvened in open meeting, each member certifying that it heard, discussed, or considered only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements under the Virginia Freedom of Information Act and only such public business matters as were identified in the motion by which the closed meeting was convened.

The committee also voted unanimously in open meeting the recommendation to the SHRC  for removal of a member of the SEA LHRC due to lack of meeting attendance.

OLD BUSINESS:

1.  Minutes.  The minutes from the regularly scheduled meeting on June 14, 2011 could not be approved because a quorum was not present.
ACTION:  A decision was made to reschedule a second make-up meeting for Friday, October 28, 2011 at 2:30 p.m. The meeting will take place at Hampton-Newport News Community Services Board in Room 2340.
2.  Affiliation of Second Chances Youth Family Services.  Second Chances Youth Family Services requested affiliation of School Mates, after-school program.    

ACTION:  A motion was made as follows: “Motion to grant affiliation to Second Chances Youth Family Services Mental Health Support Services with the Southeast Alliance Local Human Rights Committee.”  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

3,  Office of Human Rights Recommendations.  Ms. Zaneveld sought clarification and made recommendations to Second Chances Youth Family Services regarding their behavior management plan, human rights plan and rules of conduct.  

ACTION: a motion was made as follows: “Motion to accept Second Chances Youth Family Services’ behavior management plan, human rights plan and rules of conduct with the recommended amendments from the Office of Human Rights.”  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved without further discussion.

4.  Affiliation of Mid-Atlantic Family Services (MAFS).  MAFS requested affiliation of  their School Mates after-school program.    
ACTION:  A motion was made as follows: “Motion to approve affiliation of Mid-Atlantic Family Services’ after school program with the Southeast Alliance Local Human Rights Committee.”  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.  

5.  Office of Human Rights Recommendations.  Ms. Zaneveld sought clarification and made recommendations to Mid-Atlantic Family Services regarding the program’s behavior modification plan, human rights plan and rules of conduct.
ACTION: a motion was made as follows: “Motion to accept Mid-Atlantic Family Services’ behavior management plan, human rights plan and rules of conduct with the recommended amendments from the Office of Human Rights.”  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved without further discussion.

NEW BUSINESS:

AFFILIATE REPORTS
Lutheran Family Services- Tavaris Taylor stated that there was one incident since submitting her last report to the committee but that the matter was being addressed by the CEO.  This matter was reportedly closed and will be included in the agency’s next report.
Gray’s family Services- Valerie Gray stated that there were no incidents to report to the committee.

H-NN CSB, Colonial Behavioral Health, ARC of the Virginia Peninsula, Second Chances Youth Family Services  - Each of these affiliate providers previously submitted and reviewed their reporting data.  
OTHER BUSINESS
Ms. Zaneveld announced that she would be providing FOIA training at the next scheduled meeting on October 28, 2011.  
Ms. Iwaniw reminded affiliates that it is their responsibility to keep up with reporting deadlines, membership recruiting and requirements for participation.  The notices sent out by her are courtesy reminders only.  Ms. Iwaniw announced that final reports are to be received by her no later then two weeks before each scheduled meeting.  If this deadline is missed, the provider must mail out their own reports.
